Recipe of the Month 

Asian Noodle Salad 
3 pkg. ramen noodles, roasted chicken flavor 

¼  red bell pepper, minced 

4 oz. frozen snow peas, cut in pieces 

½ c. salted peanuts, chopped  

Dressing: 

2 Tbsp. soy sauce 1 Tbsp. roasted peanut oil 

1 Tbsp. rice vinegar ¼ tsp. ground ginger 

1 Tbsp. honey  ¼ tsp. red pepper flakes 

1 Tbsp. sesame oil 1 tsp. dried minced onion 

1. Break up noodles into a bowl. 

2. Mix all ingredients in a large bowl. Add peppers & 
snow peas. Stir to mix. 

3. Bring 2 quarts water to a boil. Add flavor packets from 
noodles. Dump noodles into water all at once. Stir and 
cook for 3 minutes. 

4. Drain noodles and add to dressing and vegetables. Mix 
well. 

5. Add chopped peanuts and stir in. Serve warm, at room 
temperature or chilled.
